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Our approach is based on Rosenshine’s Principles of Instruction. 
Although the broad principles apply in our view to good teaching generally, here are some of the ways they may be applied in this particular subject area.

· understanding alphabetical order and phonics before moving on to using simple or age appropriate dictionaries.
· children understanding the terms noun, verb, adjective, adverb, before moving on to noun/adverbial phrases or expanded noun phrases by the end of Y3.
· the development of phrases or captions (Reception) into simple sentences (Reception into Y1) then compound or complex sentences (Y1 upwards) with multiple clauses (UKS2). 
· children in UKS2 will begin to use the terminology subject and object when investigating sentence structure
· deepening the children’s understanding of different text types and learning more about the features of these as they progress through the school.
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	Provide models
	· Modelling a writing task through narrating the thought process.
· Good examples of text types and a discussion of their features.
· Model sentences showing the Steps to success (STS).
· Constructing a variety of sentence types and then modelling, editing and amending them to make improvements.
· Model high quality vocabulary with links to the knowledge organisers and high quality texts.
· Diagrams or maps to help plan/retell/summarise stories
· English working walls which will include key vocabulary, focus on text type and features, modelled examples and STS.
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	Provide scaffolds for difficult tasks
	· Phonics sound mats
· Phoneme frames
· Harder to read and spell words
· Key Spelling list for each key phase
· Word banks or vocabulary mats with links to knowledge organisers
· Story maps and ‘box up’ plans
· Child initiated planning formats (especially at Y6)
· Sentence openers/prompts
· Check lists of features or required elements
· Tips on organising ideas/sentences (PEE in comprehension)
· Dictionaries and thesauruses (individual dictionaries) 

	Questioning
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	Ask questions
	· Asking questions to show understanding of a text and comprehension skills in Reading.
· Asking for examples from a text or from the pupils’ own ideas and supporting or encouraging children to improve their vocabulary choice or sentence structure through questioning.
· Paired talk to share ideas and thoughts.
· Model sentence started in order to answer specific questions.
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	Check for student understanding
	· Marking and verbal feedback including ‘Responding to Marking’ in purple polishing pens.
· Questioning as above including AfL strategies e.g. thumbs up, agree/build/challenge, hinge questions etc.
· Peer assessment and feedback
· Quizzes and testing 
· Discussions (group, class or individual including mixed ability)
· Shared writing where children demonstrate their understanding of a skill, grammatical concept or text type etc.
· End of unit writes (HOT TASKS)

	Reviewing material
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	Daily review
	· Review previous sounds and harder to read and spell words related to phonics/drawing club in daily lessons
· Recapping by questioning or tasks that help the children to access and engage previous learning (e.g. what is the meaning of these words introduced yesterday? Give me three features of a news report. Which sentence is not in passive voice? Tell your partner 2 things about your learning from yesterday…)
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	Weekly and monthly review
	· Short burst and end of unit writing opportunities to revisit and apply previously learnt skills.
· Connections to prior learning (both within and between year groups) building on prior small steps.
· English working walls to help remind of previous learning within the unit and classroom environment.

	Stages of practice
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	Guide student practice
	· Model stretching out words and ‘robot arms’ for segmenting words for writing (Rec/Y1)
· Shared writing as a class and guided writing as groups.
· Scaffolds, word mats and other support materials
· Verbal and written feedback and opportunities to edit and amend their writing.
· Short burst or slow writing tasks to practise new skills and concepts.
· Whole Class Reading to share good practice and model skills.
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	Obtain a high success rate
	· Verbal feedback or differentiated outcomes to stretch or support individuals.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Assess writing against milestones and TAF for Y2 and Y6
· High expectations of quality of presentation including spelling and linked to a purpose 
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	Independent practice
	· Model stretching out words and ‘robot arms’ for segmenting words for writing (Rec/Y1)
· Short burst or slow writing opportunities.
· Planning cycle of an English unit where a text type is studied and discussed, features are practised and then applied in an end of unit piece.
· I do, we do, you do approach when modelling or learning a new skill.
· Scaffolds, word mats in place if needed but removed as the child’s skill level develops.
· Feedback throughout.
